Dear Parents/Carers,

In Literacy this week, we have taught the sounds: vy, z, zz, qu. We have also introduced
the new tricky High Frequency words: she and he. The children have done really well
learning the alphabet song and some are now beginning to use the letter names when
they are practising spelling the tricky words- well done! Next week, we will be
introducing four more sounds and more tricky words. On the reverse of this letter are
the words we have learnt to read so far. The tricky words need to be learnt by sight!
The decodable words can be read by blending the sounds. Please encourage your child
to practise all of these.

Our Numeracy work this week has continued the theme of addition. The children have
been making two simple sets, then adding them together using the + sign. They have
then counted them altogether to make a total using the = sign. Next week, we will
continue to work on addition.

In topic work this week, we have been very busy mixing different colours using red, blue
and yellow. Different stories linked to colour have been read to the children and they
have enjoyed painting Elmer and rainbows. Next week we will be starting our learning by
reading the story,* Ow|l B. &V wiletlseh focus on finding information facts out about
owls, if you have any resources that would help please sent them in.

Christmas activities have now started, as we only have a few weeks left until the end of
term! We are practising for our Reception Christmas Assembly which will take place on
Wednesday 11 ™ December at 9.15am in the hall (letter was sent home with details on
Wednesday 27" November).
